1st Scripture Reading: Romans Isaiah 6:1-8 	 TBD
In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, 
high and lofty; and the hem of  his robe filled the temple. Seraphs were 
in attendance above him; each had six wings: with two they covered their 
faces, and with two they covered their feet, and with two they flew. And 
one called to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of  hosts; 
the whole earth is full of  his glory.” The pivots on the thresholds shook 
at the voices of  those who called, and the house filled with smoke. And 
I said: “Woe is me! I am lost, for I am a man of  unclean lips, and I live 
among a people of  unclean lips; yet my eyes have seen the King, the 
LORD of  hosts!”

2nd Scripture Reading:  John 3:1-17 	 Veronica Gould
Now there was a Pharisee named Nicodemus, a leader of  the Jews. He 
came to Jesus by night and said to him, “Rabbi, we know that you are a 
teacher who has come from God; for no one can do these signs that you 
do apart from the presence of  God.” Jesus answered him, “Very truly, I 
tell you, no one can see the kingdom of  God without being born from 
above.” Nicodemus said to him, “How can anyone be born after having 
grown old? Can one enter a second time into the mother’s womb and 
be born?” Jesus answered, “Very truly, I tell you, no one can enter the 
kingdom of  God without being born of  water and Spirit.
